Picking Stickies
Post It #1:  What percentage combination are you using for your SBG weighting?  (80/20, 90/10, 100%)

Post It #2:  What is the greatest way you think SBG has helped students?
Post It #3:  List one way SBG has been challenging for you and what you are doing to overcome it.
Post It #4:  Write a prompt (or the best version of it you can recall) you have used for an OER this year.

Post It #5:  Solve this riddle – I am an odd number.  Take away one letter and I become even.  What number am I?

Post It #6:  If you are flipping through channels, what is one movie that if you find it, you always finish watching it?

Activity Rules:

· When the signal word is given you will stand up, hand up, and pair up

· Each partner takes a turn reading the other partners sticky notes

· As one partner reads they take sticky notes that relate to them somehow, that they agree with, that will help them, etc.
· RULE:  There must be one sticky note left on the other persons board at all times

· When done find a new partner until time is called
Class Use:

· Icebreakers (#6)
· Generate class discussion (#2, #3)

· Solving problems (trade with someone that has the correct answer) (#5)
· Categorizing students by answers (#1)
· “Wow” moments for students to share (#2)
· Help peers generate new ideas (#4, #3)
